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WATER CONSERVATION REMINDER

The largest usage of water is for irrigation such as watering lawns. In normal
summer weather, a lawn in good condition only needs 1” of water per week.

Use a tuna or cat food can which are about one inch deep, to measure the out-
put of your sprinkler device. Place several under the sprinkler to find out how
long they take to fill. Then, buy an inexpensive mechanical timer to attach to
your garden hose and water 2-3 times a week to come up to this total. During
our 2-3 weeks of extremely hot and dry weather, you may need to increase this

to two inches of water per week.

¢ The best time to water is early in the morning, before it gets hot. This avoids

loosing water to evaporation.

*

Maintain grass at about 2 1/2 inches and do not cut more than 1/2 of the blade

length at a time. Thick lawns need less water, have deeper roots and crowd out

weeds.

¢ Shrubs and other ground cover require 40-60 percent of what the lawn needs.
Use soaker hoses or deep root watering. Also, drip systems are good for trees

& shrubs.

Avoid watering on windy days.

Do not use fine-mist sprinklers, as most of the water will be lost to evaporation.

Avoid over fertilization, 2-3 light treatments per year are sufficient, otherwise,

too much salt is added to the soil requiring the grass to absorb more water.
Use fertilizers with high potassium and phosphorous to encourage root growth.
