Construction on the Sublimity Interchange Project is at one of its toughest
points for drivers in the communities of Stayton and Sublimity. The westbound
ramps are closed, and contractors should be near completion of two two-week
closures on Cascade Highway.

What is all of this work about? Local officials, working with ODOT, helped se-
cure the funding for this project to make it safer and more efficient for drivers
to get to and from the Stayton and Sublimity communities. When the project is
complete, drivers will be able to head west on Highway 22 without merging
with highway speed traffic from a complete stop as the interchange itself will
be widened to give room for vehicles to accelerate onto the highway.

This will also make it much easier for agricultural and other freight shipments
to access the community or the highway via the new interchange.

Until the project is completed in summer of 2010, there is something you can
do to avoid as much of the construction delay as possible — check
